Seniors Sixes Competition

Captain Steve has proposed holding a "Sixes" competition on
Monday 15 September. For the competition to be viable, we
need to have multiples of 3 players, ie, 18, 24 or 30 - maximum
of 30.

The competition is Medal played off FULL course handicap. We
will play in 3-balls. Each team will comprise of the humber of
players who sign up, divided by 3, none of whom will play in the
same 3-ball. An example if we have 30 players.

Tee time players allocations would be:-

1st 1 11 21
2nd 2 12 22
3rd 3 13 23
4th 4 14 24
5th 5 15 25
6th 6 16 26
7th 7 17 27
8th 8 18 28
oth 9 19 29
10t 10 20 30
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On each hole, there are 6 pts to be won. If one player wins the
hole, he gains 6 pts for his team. If two players share the
winning score, they both gain 3 pts for their team. If all three
players achieve the same score, they gain 2 pts each for their
respective teams. Remember, it is your NETT score on each hole
which will count.

Add all the individual scores up at the end to determine the team
winners.

Captain Steve will allocate players to teams based on handicaps
to give an even spread. Entry will be £2 per head, to be paid on
the day. Winning team takes all.

We can only have a maximum of 30 players (10 tee times). For
this to work, we must also have multiples of 3 players, therefore,
it will be first come, first served, with a reserve list.

If you would like to take part, please enter your name on
the list on the notice board. Steve will select the teams a few
days before the event when pairings and start times will be
published.
